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The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.
Boats may switch between full rig, radial rig, 4.7 rig and back as long as the sail numbers are the same and the switch
is made on shore.

The 2009 Canadian Laser Masters Championships Regatta will be raced in the Laser dinghy. The competitor must be
35 or older on June 19th, 2009. Eligible competitors may enter by completing the online registration on the Wabamun
Sailing Club web site and by bringing the signed registration form to the onsite registration office.

Competitors who register and pay by June 10", 2009 will receive a $20 discount. To receive this discount, the
registration form and payment must be postmarked no later than June 10", 2009 or the online registration process
and payment must be completed by June 10", 2009.
